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The City of Parchment’s Downtown Development Authority commissioned 
O’Boyle, Cowell, Blalock & Associates, Inc. (OCBA) to prepare a 
redevelopment plan for its mile long commercial corridor in 1991.  Design 
concepts and improvement strategies emerged from an on-site community 
design workshop conducted by OCBA in the preliminary phase of the project. 
 
Recommendations of the study reinforced the small town, historic and green 
themes that were products of the workshop.  The project included the use of site 
improvements rooted in local history such as the 1930’s era fieldstone walls 
found throughout the City; the “greening”  of the corridor by establishing a 
program to replace existing, mature street trees; the construction of stronger 
linkages to existing parks along the corridor; and the development of the City’s 
riverfront as a recreation resource 
that could benefit the corridor.
